AN EXTRA PARISH COUNCIL MEETING

WAS HELD ON WEDNESDAY 16th SEPTEMBER 2020 USING ZOOM

Parishioners were invited to attend the meeting via zoom using the website (zoom.us) 
Present: Bernie Talbot, Jane Bowen, Jill Carter, Stephen McDonnell, Tony Orgee, Emma Pery (arrived during the meeting), the Clerk and two members of the public.

The meeting started later than scheduled as there were difficulties getting access to 
zoom.
44. Street Naming - 13 Plots off Linton Road 

The community had been asked to submit suggestions to name the new housing 
development via the ‘Abingtons and Hildersham News’. The names put forward  
included: Chestnuts, Lodge Field, Emerson, Horse Chestnuts, Patten, Sheep Meadow, 
Devana Way. Jane Bowen proposed the new development be called Chestnut Close, which was seconded by Stephen McDonnell , with the support of all Councillors.
45. Consider planning applications:
a) Ref .20/03362/FUL - Land Adj To 19 South Road - Erection of 1 two storey dwelling house 
The Parish Council recommend refusal of this planning application.

The Parish Council recommends refusal of this application because it does not comply with the Neighbourhood Plan, as the new dwelling is not located on or adjacent to the site of the old piggery as required and the roof height is not subservient (lower) than the original house.  The new dwelling would be closer to the neighbouring house (no. 18) than the original house, which would mean they would be overlooked. 

The Parish Council does request that the application be referred to the District Council Planning Committee.


b) Ref.20/03665/CL2PD - 45 North Road - Certificate of Lawfulness for conversion of part of existing outbuilding to form annex incidental to the main dwelling house for family member.

The Parish Council recommend refusal of this planning application.

The Parish Council objected to the application because when permission was granted for this structure under application Ref. S/1425/13/FL, the condition stated in decision notice giving approval for the agricultural building said "The building, hereby permitted, shall not be occupied at any time other than for the purposes of agriculture and the associated storage of animals in association with the dwelling known as 45 North Road, Great Abington. (Reason - To protect the amenities of adjoining residents, and to preserve the character of the rural environment in accordance with Policies DP/2 & DP/3 of the adopted Local Development Framework 2007.)"

Permission had been granted for application Ref. S/2154/19/FL - for a house in part of black barn nearest to main house. Therefore there are already two dwellings on this site and the Neighbourhood Plan only allows the original dwelling plus one additional dwelling, so no further dwellings should be permitted to comply with the Neighbourhood Plan. The Neighbourhood Plan specifically does not permit annexes.

The Parish Council does request that the application be referred to the District Council Planning Committee.
c) Ref. 20/03694/HFUL, 20 Magna Close - Two storey side extension with single storey front and rear extension
The Parish Council recommend approval of this planning application.

Emma Pery joined the meeting.

d)Ref.  S/3387/19/RM Strawberry Farm 3 Pampisford Road  - Approval of matters reserved for appearance landscaping layout & scale following outline planning permission S/1433/16/OL for residential development comprising 8 dwellings including affordable housing provision landscaping and associated infrastructure.

The Parish Council recommend refusal of this planning application.

The Parish Council recommended refusal of this application on the basis that it felt to be inappropriate to have an access road between plots 2 & 3 to adjacent land that was outside of the village framework.

The Parish Council does request that the application be referred to the District Council Planning Committee. 

Action Clerk: General comments to be forwarded to SCDC Planning Dept to make them aware that planning documents seemed to disappear from the website or were unavailable, which was unhelpful for Parish Councils trying to view full application.

e) Ref. 20/03409/FUL - The Portway Granta Park - Internal and external refurbishment together with associated works
The Parish Council recommend approval of this planning application.

f) Ref. 20/03221/FUL - Land North of Linton Road Great Abington
Increase of plots 3 and 8 garage roof pitch in order to convert roof space into habitable room with external side stairs access
The Parish Council recommend refusal of this planning application.

The Parish Council recommended refusal of this application because the home offices have separate entrances so could be used as annexes as the floor area in the home offices is larger than that of the proposed flat. If the home offices were used as annexes this would increase the volume of traffic locally. Should permission be granted, the Council requests that robust conditions be put in place to compel households to seek planning permission if the home offices are to be used for any other purpose.

The Parish Council does request that the application be referred to the District Council Planning Committee. 


g) Ref. 20/03170/HFUL - 5 Chalky Road - New Workshop / Store
The Parish Council recommend refusal of this planning application.

The Parish Council recommended refusal of this application because the material to be used for the structure (black timber) was not typical of the local buildings and not in character with the local area. The Council would prefer the materials used to reflect the local area.

The Council asked that a plan be made available to show how the proposed structure would be located on the newly reduced site of 5 Chalky Road, since part of the land had been sold off to build 5A Chalky Road. The Council recommended refusal because it did not have access to an accurate plan of the site showing the red line between the two plots and the location of the workshop within the site.

The Parish Council does request that the application be referred to the District Council Planning Committee.
