124. Councillors to declare any interests- no interests were declared.
125. Planning applications to be considered are:

a). Ref. 21/00753/FUL - Land At Former Piggery Adjacent 40 South Road - Demolition of existing piggery and green house, construction of new dwelling, and cart lodge, new gravel driveway and repositioning, re-cladding and changing the roof pitch and finish of the existing barn. 
Concerns raised by Jane Bowen on email were read out at the meeting but Councillors did not share these concerns and did not want these comments included in the response. The application complied with the conditions of the Neighbourhood Plan.
