	Meeting started at 6.33pm

Present: Tony Orgee, Jane Bowen, Mak Makwana, Louise Patten, the Clerk and members of Abington Recreation Ground Committee Peter Brunning and Peter Cooke.

54. Apologises- Jill Carter and Stephen McDonnell
55. Councillors to declared interests in items to be discussed- none declared.

56. Open forum for members of the public to raise concerns or make comments- Trees overhanging path from 83 High Street and signs covered by over-grown verge plants were highlighted by Councillors – Clerk to write to the householder on the High Street and to contact the County Council about the verge cutting.
57. Planning applications to be considered:
a) Ref:21/02609/S73 - Land Rear Of Strawberry Farm 3 Pampisford Road - Variation of condition 1 (approved plans) of planning permission S/3387/19/RM (Approval of matters reserved for appearance landscaping layout & scale following outline planning permission S/1433/16/OL for residential development comprising 8 dwellings including affordable housing provision landscaping and associated infrastructure) to amend the design of plot 3 and alter the boundary layouts of plots 2, 3 and 4.

The District Council had already approved this application. The Parish Council had discussed the design of the plot at the Parish Council meeting in July but the Clerk had not forwarded this recommendation of refusal as a further meeting had been requested to consider the rest of the planning application, the boundary layout.
58. Pump Track agreement – Authorisation for Tony Orgee to sign the British Cycling funding agreement on behalf of the Parish Council. In order to authorise the accept the GB Cycling funding, the Council needed to accept the tender recommended by the ARC .
The three tender documents received for the pump track had been considered by Peter Brunning, Allan Cooke, Jill Carter, Tony Orgee and Sheila Bolden is Chair of LAPC and a recommendation made. Peter Brunning and Allan Cooke explained that only two of the tenders came by post as specified and one by email, but only the posted quotations met the criteria for the project. Of these two tenders the cheaper quotation  met the time requirements specified in British Cycling’s offer of funding, which required the monies to be spent by the end of Mach 2022.The recommended supplier for the pump track was Conservefor who quoted £73,212 (with vat) or £61,010(ex-vat).  This price did not include land scaping. In order to authorise the acceptance of the British Cycling funding, the Council needed to accept the tender recommended by the ARC because the invoice is being sent to this Council. Jane Bowen proposed that the Council accept Conservefor’s tender on the recommendation of the Recreation Ground Committee members , which was supported by all Councillors.
Jane Bowen proposed that Tony Orgee sign the British Cycling funding agreement on behalf of the Parish Council, (which the Recreation Ground Committee had accepted on its own behalf previously), which was seconded by Mak, with the support of all Councillors.
All future correspondence from British Cycling would be sent to Tony Orgee, not Peter Brunning.
