Supporting statement for the Year ended 31 March 2021
Community assets:

Abington Recreation Ground is an area of open space of 6.725 acres set behind the Primary School on the High Street in Great Abington. Although the land is owned by this Council, Abington Recreation Ground Committee manages this public recreational space, on behalf of this council and Little Abington Parish Council. £3,150.00 was spent in legal costs buying the Recreation Ground land from the District Council (purchase price was £1.00), but the Nominal Value is £ 1.00.

S137 Payments   
   Section 137 of the Local Government Act 1972 enables Parish Councils to spend up to £8.32 per electorate for the benefit of people in the area on activities or projects not specifically authorised by other powers. In 2020-21 £1,000 was spent under section 137, which was to fund the Parish Nurse Scheme. 
Earmarked Funds
In 2010-2011 the Council agreed to earmark £14,000 towards amenity facilities/land purchase. The earmarked funds were adjusted during 2020 after the budget to : Amenity facilities £15,000, Footpath repairs £1,000, Pandemic support £1,000, Legal costs £1,500, Local Highway Initiative £1,750,and Tree planting £1,260.00, making a total of £21,510.
Historic Spending on Section 106 Funds up to March 2019
£3,150.00 (purchase price was £1.00) was spent in legal costs buying the Recreation Ground land, £1,000 was spent on the outdoor gym equipment, £1,500 was spent putting in place an access licence for the Recreation Ground , £900 spent on a projector for the Institute and £2,116.75 on shelter on the Recreation Ground. More recent section 106 transactions are on the table on the attached spreadsheet.
